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A Security Improvement

Since firmware 13.3, the encryption of sensitive parameters in the Ewon has been highly
increased.

The following parameters have a different encryption pattern depending if your Ewon is running
a firmware lower or equal/higher than 13.3:

.
—  SmtpAuthPass
—  DMClientPwd
—  FtpPassword
—  Userlist (all users’ password in the Ewon)

This has an incidence if you restore a <config.txt> file coming from an Ewon running firmware >=
13 that is destined to go in to an Ewon running firmware < 13. More information in the “Restore
an Ewon backup through eBuddy” document from Related Documents, p. 3.
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
